Rescue News

Rescue has stayed quite busy thisyear. Asusual, many of the dogs coming in are coming from West Virginia
shelters.

Onedog in particular has taken many people’s hearts, Maggie. Maggie was found caught with her foot in a
trap and lost several toes. She did receive some vet carein the West Virginia shelter for the foot. Maggie Pa-
jerowski arranged transport to get her back toour area — and while the arrangements were being made, 2 more
Elkhounds appeared in the shelter. Mary Litchfield Reid ended up picking up the three dogs and bringing them
back to this area and parceling them out into 3 foster homes.

Maggie (the dog) was picked up by Yvonne Schultz after a long drive back and forth across the state of Vir-
ginia. Shewas not using the foot minus the toes — until she ruptured her rear ACL . Now she had two bad
“wheels’. She alsorequired treatment for parasites and was not previously spayed. Yvonne brought her up to
the picnicin Mattaponi and many folks got to meet the sweet dog in need of major veterinary care. Even with
the very good discounts Yvonne was able to obtain, Maggie is likely to be a $2000 dog for veterinary care.

Maggie P posted a plea on our web site for this sweet dog. ThankstoMolly Parker, Leslie and Fritz Kass and
Elizabeth Martin who sent very generous donations, Maggie has been able to have the ACL surgery and will soon
been spayed. Thanksto Yvonne for seeing to her surgeries and long rehab before she will be really available for
adoption.

Molly Parker is fostering Wilson, one of the other Elkhounds in the transport and David Niemi and Kathy
Deligianis are fostering Hawkeye — the third dog of the transport. ~ Hopefully these two will be adopted soon.

As always, more foster homes are needed. We have had several dogs “fostered” or in holding in other statesto
keep them safe until we can get them intoour area. If you would like to have more Elkhoundsin your life — but
not permanently, fostering is a great way to enjoy and help these dogs.

Most of our adopters are repeat Elkhound owners, many after recently losing a beloved Elkhound family
member toold age. There are more Elkhoundsin the West Virginia and southern Ohio shelters than we can
handle without more foster families and more funds. We also want to help those local ElIkhounds who find them-
selves in need of rescue as well.

Thank you everyone for your ongoing financial support. The dogs and new families
greatly appreciate it.

< 49S Tipsfor Keeping Your Dog Hedthy This Summer

Mosquitoes:

* Remember to use heartworm preventive. Heartworms are transmitted by mosquitoes, which are present nearly year-
round in our area and throughout the country.

* While there have been very few cases of West Nile Virusreported in canines, it's still wise to observe the following precau-
tions suggested by the ASPCA Animal Poison Control Center (APCC). These tips can help safeguard human family members
too.

* Keep petsindoors at dawn, dusk and early evening when mosquitoes are most active.

* Eliminate areas of standing water that can serve as breeding grounds for mosquitoes, and remember to recheck after each
rainfall.

* Change any outdoor water bowls a couple times a day to prevent mosquitoes from using them to lay their eggs.

* The APCC does not recommend the use of mosquito control products that contain DEET. Dogs and cats are extremely sen-
sitiveto DEET and may develop neurological problems if a product formulated with DEET is applied to them.

* Some topical flea and tick control products for dogs such as Frontline and K9 Advantix contain mosquito repellent.

* Avoid using pest control products with concentrated essential oils such as tea tree, pennyroyal and

d-limonine. These concentrates have caused weakness, paralysis, liver problems and seizures in pets, plus their effective-
ness is not proven.

Fleas and Ticks:

Fleas and ticks cause a variety of problems in pets. Fleas feed on animal blood and can trigger problems including skin irri-
tation, allergic reactions, anemia and in rare cases, death. They can also carry tapeworms, which can infest your pet. If you
see small rice-like particles around the dog's anus or in his feces, he probably has tapeworms.

Ticks carry diseases such as Lyme, ehrlichiosis, babesiosis and Rocky Mountain Spotted Fever, so you don't want them feed-
ing on your pet either.
